ICD-Trivia: What ICD-10 CM code is assigned when
acute pulmonary edema is present with heart failure?
ICD-Trivia Answer: 50.1 Left ventricular failure is
assigned for the diagnosis (acute, chronic, unspecified)
pulmonary edema with heart failure.

e HFpEF may be referred to as heart failure with preserved systolic
function and further as diastolic heart failure.

e HFrEF may also be referred to as heart failure with low ejection
fraction, or heart failure with reduced systolic function, or in other
terms meaning systolic heart failure.

e HFpEF and HFrEF are more contemporary terms and may be acute
or chronic

e HFrEF = systolic heart failure
o HFpEF = diastolic heart failure
